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In the Skanda Purana, there is a remarkable verse:

Plant one Peepal, one Neem, one Banyan, ten Tamarind trees, three Wood
Apples, Bael, and Amla each. By planting five Mango trees, one will not see hell.

Anyone who plants and cares for these trees will not experience hell. Neglecting
this leads to droughts, which are like experiencing hell on earth. It's not too late;
we can still correct our mistakes.

Gulmohar, Eucalyptus, and Subabul trees are harmful to our country's
environment.

Instead of blindly following Western practices and making environmental
mistakes, let’s plant native trees like Banyan, Peepal, Mango, and Tamarind to
provide a healthy and prosperous environment for the next generation. -

The real reason for droughts

Is the cessation of planting Peepal, Banyan, and Neem trees. This may sound
strange, but 1t’s true.
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(The Peepal tree absorbs 100% of carbon dioxide, the Banyan tree absorbs 80%,
and the Neem tree absorbs 73%. These trees cool the environment and provide
oxygen, refreshing the natural surroundings.)

We have neglected these trees to please people and started planting Eucalyptus.
Eucalyptus grows quickly and is used to dry swampy land, which depletes the
water table. For the last 40 years, these trees have been planted along highways,
leading to increased heat and accelerated water evaporation due to the lack of
natural freshness.

The Peepal tree is called the king of trees.

There is a verse praising it:

Brahma resides in its roots, Vishnu in its bark, Shiva in its branches!!
In every leaf, all gods reside. Salutations to the king of trees!!

This meaning should be understood.

If we plant a Peepal or Banyan tree every 500 meters in the coming years, India
will be pollution-free.

Plant more of these life-giving trees and Neem and Banyan trees. Those with
space should also plant Tulsi.

Let us collectively save our "Bharat" from natural disasters.
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
